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The article analyzes municipal regulations governing the participation of citizens in the preparation and
implementation of land improvement projects (for example, municipal regulatory acts of municipalities of the
Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra). The existence of various approaches to regulating such participation
is noted. In some municipalities, the rules for landscaping have established forms of citizen participation in the
decision-making process and the implementation of integrated landscaping projects, as well as informing and
mechanisms for such participation. The leading approach is that it declares only general norms on the right of
citizens to participate in the implementation of measures to improve the territory, as well as for the participation
of citizens in public control in the field of improvement. There are also rules for improvement, which generally do
not contain rules governing the participation of citizens in the implementation of measures to improve the territory.

At the same time, some municipalities have adopted separate regulations governing the participation of citizens
in the implementation of the improvement of the territory, and the degree of their regulation varies significantly.
In conclusion, it is emphasized that the final result of the improvement of our cities and other territories depends on
the quality of the regulatory framework governing the participation of citizens in the preparation and implementation
of projects to improve the territory, as well as on the depth of its regulation.
