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The article explores the problems of modernization of the state, socio-political, socio-economic clusters
of the modern Russian state.

Examples of failed
experience of interaction between the state and the population within the framework of institutions of public
initiative and public discussion of draft normative legal acts are given. It is noted that the development of civil
society as a goal of modernization of statehood is inextricably connected with the formation of human capital.
It is indicated that only civil society institutions can give an adequate assessment of state reform.
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
