Legal Bases of Operations of Local Self-Government Authorities in Finland
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This article examines the legal framework for the organization and functioning of local government in the Finnish
Democratic Republic. The characteristic features inherent in the development of local self-government in such a
Scandinavian country as Finland are analyzed. The active activity at the local level of government in the Republic of
Finland is quite progressive. In Finland, local governments are decentralized and characterized by a high degree of
autonomy and independence. Particular attention is paid to programs implemented in the communes. The conclusion
is made about the productive influence of local authorities on the development of the state. The functions of local self-
government bodies in various areas are discussed in detail. The article also pays special attention to the Association of
Local and Regional Authorities of Finland, which provides the necessary assistance and protection to municipalities.
Thus, close contact of local authorities with residents of communes has a positive impact not only on the development
of municipalities, but also on the economic development of the entire state.
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
