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The rules of law require the drafters of legal instruments to comply with certain principles, including the correct use
of abbreviations or abbreviations in order to uniformly interpret the content of a legal act. The question of whether it is
possible to use the abbreviation of the Russian Federation as an abbreviation for “Russian Federation” is controversial,
the substantive side of this issue reflects an ambiguous attitude towards the use in legal acts of any abbreviations or
abbreviations.
