Foreign Experience of the Legal Regulation of E-Government Functioning
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The article is devoted to the study of foreign experience in legal regulation of the functioning of electronic
government. The author came to the conclusion that a number of states have adopted special laws on the
implementation of e-government. However, in different countries, with the legal regulation of e-government, the
main priorities for the implementation of its elements are determined in different ways. Most of the countries that
have actively advanced along the path of organizing e-government are coordinating this process by creating a special
supra-agency rather than an inter-agency body. It seems that sooner or later Russia will also follow this path.
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
