The State Council of the Russian Federation: Myths and Reality

The article analyzes the establishment of the new State Council of the Russian Federation in accordance with
the national laws and previous experience. The succession in functioning of this government authority is shown.
Shortcomings of the reviewed bill are determined. The author evaluates the key differences of the State Council 2020
from similar structures that existed in Russia from the beginning of the 19" century.
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
