Analysis of the Issues of the Legal Regulation of Civil Society Institutions in the Constituent Entities
of the Russian Federation

The legal framework of Russian local self-government is based on the division of powers between levels of
government and the subordination of legal norms. The article deals with the formation of the system of local
self-government, its legal guarantees at the legislative level. Despite the development of federal legislation, many
unresolved problems of a financial, economic, personnel, and regulatory nature remain in local self-government
issues. The tasks set by the author of the article: to analyze the state of modern civil society through the prism of its
institutions, to give an assessment. The relevance of the chosen topic is determined by the fact that the own legal
regulation of the subjects of the Federation has specific features that are determined by the subject matter of the
subjects of the Federation.

Based on the conducted research, it was concluded that modern civil society consists of certain elements and
institutions that are able to control the current public power, thereby maintaining its democratic character. There
is an obvious need for further study of the interaction of government bodies and local self-government bodies. The
analytical base formed in the course of the work serves as a qualitative material for further study of civil society
institutions.
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
