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This article, based on historical and legal material, theoretical and practical generalizations, examines the issue
of the formation of an independent judicial power of the Russian Federation in the early 90s of the XX century and
the impact of this process on the establishment of the Russian constitutional system in its modern sense. The article
analyzes the individual stages of judicial reform and the significant participation in this process of representatives of
the judiciary, the head of state, scientists and practitioners in the field of jurisprudence. The importance of judicial
reform on the subsequent processes of formation of the constitutional system, the organizational and functional
activity of which was based on innovative principles for the Russian state-legal system, is emphasized. The author
draws attention to the possibility of functioning of a democratic state only if there is an independent and independent
judiciary.
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
