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The article is devoted to the problems of monitoring compliance with the requirements for anti-terrorist
protection of objects (territories) on the part of officials of the Federal state fire supervision bodies serving in the
EMERCOM of Russia.

The authors analyze the normative legal acts regulating the requirements for anti-terrorist protection of objects
(territories), which include the requirements for fire safety of these objects (territories). The authors argue that fire
safety is one of the prerequisites for the antiterrorist security of an object (territory).The authors show the absence
of legal norms that do not allow employees of the EMERCOM of Russia to properly exercise control over the
requirements of anti-terrorist protection.

Proposals for amendments to Russian legislation in order to reform the system of state control over compliance
with requirements of legislation on anti-terrorist security of objects (territories), including fire safety of objects
(territories), and vesting additional powers to officials of EMERCOM of Russia in this sphere.
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
