In the context of the planetary spread of the coronavirus infection SARS-CoV-2, there is a reassessment
and rethinking of seemingly unshakable human values, including the right to respect for private and family life.
Obviously, under the new conditions, the old approaches turn out to be ineffective. The European Court of
Human Rights re-interprets «necessity in a democratic society» and justifies the priority of protecting the rights
of third parties. The ruling of the European Court of Human Rights in the case «Vavii¢ka and Others v. Czech
Republic» may become a landmark not only in matters of compulsory vaccination of children against the most
common infectious diseases, but in the global vaccination against the SARS-CoV-2 coronavirus infection.
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
