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One of the areas that contribute to improving the socio-economic climate, the growth of the economy of
municipal entities and built on the balance of public and private interests is the development of the institution
of municipal-private partnership in Russia.

With the spending perspective of the development of municipal-private partnership requires a new ap-
proach to the problems of integration, the unification of the resources of power and business.

The combination of efforts of representatives of public authorities of different levels and business in the
sphere of municipal-private partnership is mediated by the formation of a new institutional environment,
which was formed, taking into account the amendments to Article 132 of the Russian Constitution.

The article discusses the specifics of the implementation of municipal-private partnership projects in the
territories of municipal entities. Some of the problems of legal regulation of municipal-private partnerships
have been highlighted.
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
