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The article is devoted to the analysis of possible models of legal regulation of the functioning of social net-
works. As part of a comparative legal study, the experience of Germany and the People’s Republic of China is
shown in most detail. It is highlighted that terrorist organizations actively use the possibilities of instant trans-
mission of information, its global distribution and openness for general use. This leads to the search for various
forms of opposition. The German experience in monitoring the activities of the main operators of social net-
works is based on the norms of the 2017 Law on Improving Law Enforcement in Social Networks (amended
in July 2021 with special provisions aimed at preventing the dissemination of violent content). The experience
of the PRC is based on the general concept of the “Golden Shield”. Special attention is paid to the Law of
the People’s Republic of China dated June 1, 2017 “On Cybersecurity”. It is shown that the Chinese model is
based on the fragmentation of the Internet and the implementation of complete control of the technological
chain: from creating your own devices for accessing the Internet to developing software and mobile applications.
The article presents a general analysis of the basic provisions of the Federal Law No. 236-FZ of July 1, 2021
“On the Activities of Foreign Persons in the Information and Telecommunication Network Internet in the Russian
Federation”.
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
