Problems of Delegated Rule Making of the State Duma of the Russian Federation on the Issues of Restriction
of Human Rights
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This article examines the problems of delegated rule-making of the State Duma on the limitation of human
rights on the example of the Federal Law of July 24, 1998 No. 124-FZ “On the Basic Guarantees of the Rights
of the Child in the Russian Federation” and the laws of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation adopted
in accordance with it, restricting the rights of minors. The author concludes that it is unconstitutional for the State
Duma to grant the parliaments of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation such a right. According to
part 3 of Article 55 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, human rights and freedoms can only be limited
by federal law. In accordance with Articles 71 and 72 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the regulation
of human rights, including their limitation, is the prerogative of the Russian Federation. Possessing the exclusive
power to restrict human rights enshrined in the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the State Duma cannot
arbitrarily transfer it to anyone, since constitutional provisions, including those determining the scope of powers of
the authorities, are generally binding. Based on the findings, a proposal is made to amend the current legislation in
this area.
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
