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One of the key areas that ensure the openness of the state and the ability to control the activities of state bodies is the
concept of open data, which implies the wide publication of volumes of data available to state bodies. The most important
problem of publishing such data is the need to obfuscate those information, access to which is limited in accordance
with the legislation of the Russian Federation. On the one hand, it is necessary to ensure the maximum availability of
information, and on the other hand, to prevent the disclosure of information that could harm individuals, organizations
or the state. The article provides an overview of the formation of the regulatory and legal base of open data in the Russian
Federation, considers the contradictions between the requirements for data openness and the requirements for the
protection of information provided for by federal laws. The analysis of federal laws for the presence in them of legal
restrictions on the dissemination of information is carried out, the structural units of legal acts for each type of information
are selected. The main approaches have been formed that ensure the maximization of published data, taking into account
the restrictions established by federal laws. The resulting list of types of information can be used by practicing lawyers to
identify the grounds that prevent the open publication of information for the subsequent obfuscation of this information.
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
