“Juvenile Protest” and Constitutional Legality
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The article actualizes the problems of the essence and subject concretization of the constitutional right to
protest. According to the author’s conceptual interpretation, based on the generalization of the legal positions of
the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation this right should be perceived as solidary in nature. Based on
this view, the provision on the expediency of the constitutional restriction of the right to protest by status (‘age’) is
justified the criterion for minors. ‘Juvenile protest’ is objectively fraught with irreparable risks of inadequate political
self-determination for minors, as well abuse of the right by their parents or legal representatives. On the basis of the
relevant decision, the subsequent modernization of administrative-tort and criminal legislation can be carried out,
ensuring constitutional legality and protecting law and order from the risks of protest actions. The publication criticizes
the conclusions of legal scientists about the imperfection of the legislative ban on the criminal involvement of minors
in protest actions in the Russian Federation.
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
