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The author in this paper shows as theory of state and municipal doctrine use still outdated templates in study of
public power. Many modern textbooks on theory of state and law ignore the transformation of state power into public
power, consisting of state power and local self-government in Russia, these publications’ authors talk about state power,
in fact describe public power, and about state — public system of state and municipal bodies. In scientific works and
textbooks on municipal law, issues related to theories of local self-government are raised, but most of them are based
on the doctrines of the 19th century and do not take into account the provisions of the Constitution of the Russian
Federation on the isolation of local bodies from state authorities. The article notes when analyzing the institution
of local self-government, one should rely on the generally accepted concept of society as a human community,
and therefore state and municipalities are part of it and should be studied within framework of the relevant theory,
as such, and doctrines that ignore this should be considered as the results of meeting the immediate relevant needs
of the elites.
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
