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The article addresses the problem of the legislative consolidation of the concept of insignificance of
administrative offenses and the application by the courts of the rule of insignificance. The author proposed his
own doctrinal definition of insignificance. An analysis of law enforcement practice showed a lack of unity of
jurisprudence on the issue of recognition of the act as insignificant. The author considers some of the options used
to solve this problem to be unreasonable and not based on the principles of proportionality of the punishment
applied. The consolidation in the Administrative Code of the Russian Federation of the principles of recognition
of the act as insignificant would help to ensure uniformity of law enforcement practice and ensure the principle
of equality of citizens (legal entities) before the law.
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
