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The article examines the approach of the legislator and the Russian highest judicial authorities to determining
the legal consequences of court decisions in cases of challenging normative legal acts within administrative
proceedings. It is noted that the indication of the Code of Administrative Procedure of the Russian Federation on
the recognition of legal acts as invalid does not always correctly reflect the meaning and direction of the relevant
judicial acts, and that in some cases the contested acts should be recognized as invalid and not inoperative. An
inconsistency was revealed between the named Code and the position of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation on the issue of determining the legal consequences of judicial acts in cases of administrative
judicial regulation.
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
