On Some Specific Features of State Control of the Youth Policy in the Federative Republic of Brazil
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Problems of youth and youth policy in Russia are not in the last place, however, the existing legal framework
in the field of youth policy in Russia does not provide real protection of the rights and interests of youth. The
presence of an insufficient level of social protection of young people leads to the need to study the experience
of foreign countries in the field of youth policy. The peculiarities of state management of Brazilian youth policy
are interesting for Russia, since both states are republics and have close cooperation channels within the BRICS
community. The article highlights the features of the structure of the bodies included in the system of public
administration of youth policy in Brazil. The need for the Russian Federation to use the experience of Brazil in
terms of the work of boards of trustees in municipalities is indicated.
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
