Transformation of the Principle of Rule of the People in the New Constitutional Cycle of the Russian
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The article is devoted to the legal understanding of the fundamental principle of democracy in the focus of
the constitutional reform of 2020. The author explores some aspects of the legal nature of the all-Russian voting
as a new institution of democracy, defines its role in modernizing the existing foundations of the constitutional
system. It is established that the strengthening of the constitutional foundation of the Russian Federation took
place in the conditions of modeling a new legal mechanism for constitutional transformations. The testing of the
all-Russian voting as a new democratic model united the potential of the state and people as a source of power in
the adoption of a constitutional amendment. At the same time, the question is raised about the further legal fate
of the new institution of popular will, its introduction on an ongoing basis in the domestic model of democracy, as
well as in the mechanism for the adoption of constitutional amendments. It is proposed in this context to proceed
from the scope of future political, legal and socio-cultural changes. The article also defines the trajectories of
the influence of the all-Russian voting on existing forms of popular power: the possibility of postponement of
voting day in elections and referendums; multi-day voting; transformation of the «day of silence»; digitalization
of democracy. In this context, the conclusion is made about the current modernization not only of the principle
of people’s power, but also of the entire constitutional model of the relationship between the individual, society
and the state.
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
