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This article is devoted to the study of the results of federal and regional rule-making in the field of tourism during the spread of
coronavirus infection (COVID-19) and the restrictive security measures caused by it. The author, analyzing the measures taken by
the state, comes to the conclusion that all of them were aimed not so much at restructuring the tourism industry as at minimizing
the negative consequences of the spread of the pandemic. The positive aspects are the sequence of measures and their regional
(territorial) nature, and the disadvantages are the inconsistency in the actions (lack of coordination) of government agencies and a
slight delay in regulation at the federal level, which caused the phenomenon of “advanced regulation” at the level of the constituent
entities of the Federation.
