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The article presents the characteristics of agro-industrial tourism as a promising direction of domestic tourism in the

Russian Federation. The authors of the article place special emphasis on assessing the role of agro-industrial tourism in the development of
rural areas in Russia and its social significance associated with the preservation of cultural heritage sites, traditional rural landscapes. The
factors for the effective development of agro-industrial tourism projects are identified: demonstration of working areas, modern
technology, manufacturing processes; interactivity; application of digital technologies; complexity.

The conditions for the development of agro-industrial tourism in the regions of Russia are determined: the synergistic effect of
cooperation between the tourism industry and the agricultural business; implementation of the concept of greening; the tendency to adhere to
the right way of life, maintaining health and the environment. The accompanying external and internal factors of agro-industrial tourism
are indicated: the specifics of the activity, the location of the enterprise, safety measures, seasonality, weather conditions. The article
presents an assessment of the Volgograd region as a promising region for the development of agro-industrial tourism. A tour program has
been developed for the Sredneakhtubinsky district of the region, including visits to agro-industrial enterprises, cultural heritage sites of the
region. The target audience of agro-industrial tourism has been identified: schoolchildren, families with children, agricultural business
entities interested in studying the best practices of organizing agricultural production.
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
