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The work is devoted to study of decentralization trend, characteristic of the current stage of the development of federal
relations in Russia, in the context of studying ways to improve the effectiveness of coordination mechanism of Russian
regions international and foreign economic relations. It is determined that the key issue of this sphere public-power relations
development is to prevent the coordination of external relations of Russian regions from gaining control features. It is
established that the definition of the legal status of regions as participants of international and foreign economic relations
and the formation of flexible mechanisms of interaction between federal and regional authorities in the coordination of
international relations of Russian Federation regions will contribute to the improvement of this area regulation, both in
general and within the framework of certain areas of interaction of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation with
foreign partners, including tourism. It is concluded that increasing of interaction effectiveness between federal and regional
authorities in coordinating the activities of Russian regions in the international arena will strengthen positions within the
country and abroad.
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
