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The possibility of creating a comfortable urban environment predicted by National programs is considered in the context of increasing the area and
number of floors of urban development. Itis established that sustainable development, one of the drivers of Russia’s development, in urban planning
has been reborn in the integrated development of territories. Renovation threatens to destroy the existing green areas, and the natural component is
not provided for in the case of compacted buildings. Man as a biological species reacts to aggressive urbanization with diseases, somatic and mental
disorders. Itis optimal to preserve and create environmentally efficient territories in cities, designed to connect the citizen with nature. In this sense,
redevelopment is a more promising direction of urban development than renovation. The paper uses theoretical research methods: comparative legal
analysis, deduction and description. The authors compared the consequences of applying the definitions of sustainable development, comfortable
urban environment, integrated development of territories, renovation in urban planning legislation, and identified analogies with foreign practice.
Deduction allowed us to draw a conclusion about the tendency to exclude the environmental component from urban planning activities and about
the consequences for the health of citizens of ignoring the environmental requirements of the construction complex.
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
