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In the article, the authors consider the problems of capturing the “hostile architecture” of urban space in Russia and Kazakhstan. The relevance of
the topic of the article is due to the fact that at the present stage, for the first time, the question of legal regulation of the manifestation of elements
of the “hostile architecture” is raised. The authors note that the state today has not fully solved the problem of creating a high-quality accessible
environment in cities. At the same time, the appearance of “hostile architecture” aggravates the situation, does not allow citizens to fully exercise
their rights in the use of urban infrastructure. Special attention is paid to the lack of legal regulation of small architectural forms related to “hostile
architecture”. The conclusion that the legislation should be sufficiently fully regulated in this area is justified.
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
