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The article is devoted to the study of the development and implementation of the concept of "smart city" in Russia, as well as its role in ensuring
the constitutional right to housing on the example of solving the problem of emergency housing stock. The legal framework governing the concept
of a "smart city" in the Russian Federation has been investigated. It was noted that the development of "smart cities” contains the potential to increase
the guarantee of a number of constitutional human rights, including the right to housing. However, the effectiveness of the smart city mechanisms
in ensuring rights, including the right to housing, largely depends on the subjective factor — the positive responsibility of the authorities and officials
in the field of urban governance, the willingness and ability of citizens to solve urgent problems. In addition, it is proposed to include in the basic
and additional requirements for smart cities measures for the phased renovation of emergency housing.
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
