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This article determines that the modern market begins a practical transition to unification and entry into the mass segment of the coworking process.
Real changes significantly transform the conditions for the development of coworkingtechnologies, complicating the use of layered business models
and giving rise to new problems of its development. It is shown that the use of modern technologies will inevitably lead to the uberization of the
coworking market, which creates a specific threat to private entrepreneurship in this direction. It is noted that the possibility of new development
requires significant improvements in business models, as well as the development of new segments of state coworking located in different public
locations and educational institutions.
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
