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The end of 2021 and up to the present period for specialists in the field of local self-government passes under the sign of comprehension and
discussion of draft law No. 40361-8 “On the general principles of the organization of local self-government in the unified system of public authority”.
At the same time, the subject of discussion is not only the provisions of the text of this bill, but also the summing up of the legal regulation of the
institution of local self-government in Russia over the past short historical period of the modern history of our state.

In this article, the author, based on a comparative legal analysis of individual provisions of federal laws on local self-government, concludes
that despite the existence for almost 30 years of “basic” constitutional provisions on the place and role of local self-government in the system of
democracy, the regulatory framework for its implementation clearly indicates that the federal legislator is all “further” departs from the constitutional
meaning and content of local self-government, removing citizens from its implementation and transferring the specified institution to a hierarchy of
subordination to unified approaches to the formation and construction of state power.
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
