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The article is devoted to a comparative legal study of special systems of compensation for harm caused to the victim's health as
a result of road accidents, using the example of Israel and France as two states that most consistently implement in their legislation,
doctrine and judicial practice, models of compensation that are polar in their content and significance — the traditional tort and no-
fault compensation model. The author comes to the conclusion that the factors of increased risk in the field of road traffic, the high
frequency of cases of health damage as a result of road accidents and the need for the appointment of fair compensation to victims
inevitably entail a modification of the structure of tort liability with its transformation into an absolute one, or a more traditional strict,
accompanied by the introduction of simplified evidentiary standards into judicial practice. The promising directions of borrowing
foreign experience in the context of problems characteristic of domestic judicial practice are determined.
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
