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Russia is objectively interested in the expansion and modernization of the expeditionary infrastructure in the Antarctic in the
present-day conditions when this region is taking an increasing role in the economic operations of states. In the circumstances requiring
compliance with all applicable requirements and provisions of international maritime law, the authors have studied some provisions
of national maritime law in the part concerning the establishment of the status of maritime transportation from the Big Port of Saint
Petersburg to the Antarctic to implement the project of construction of a new wintering complex of the Vostok Antarctic station.
Based on the carried out research, the authors conclude that there is a need to develop and introduce a legal unified interpretation of
the “international voyage” and “cabotage” definitions in the national laws since the absence of such definitions allows variability of the
number of permitting documents required for vessel exploitation in the polar region and thus can cause substantial damage to our
foreign policy interests including the trend to maintain and consolidate the Russian presence in the Antarctic.
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
