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The article deals with the problems associated with the application of the doctrine of conceptual series in scientific and
practical activities in the field of transport law. The main postulates of this doctrine are briefly stated. The methodology for
comparing legal and non-legal conceptual series is considered on the example of the problem of defining the concept of
“vehicle’, without which it is impossible to disclose such concepts as “transportation service’, “ransportation service’, “towing
service’,"vehicle insurance service”. It is shown that the concept of vehicles can be expanded into the concepts of self-propelled
and non-self-propelled vehicles. In turn, the concept of self-propelled vehicles expands into the concepts of controlled and
uncontrolled vehicles. The property of controllability of vehicles affects the legal qualification of relations. Comparison of the
concept of a vehicle with such concepts as “obligations to transfer property’, “obligations to provide services”and “obligations
due to damage”can be used to determine the legal nature of the current uncoupled repair of freight cars.
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
