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The article analyzes problems related to the legal regulation of oil quality control during pipeline transportation and the
consequences of pollution of the oil in the main pipeline. The author notes that the existing legislation does not stipulate for
explicit provisions on required rights and duties. Rejected is the view under which a transport organization may be charged
with the duty of quality control only if they are owner of and hold burden on maintaining the pipeline feedstock. It is offered
that the reason for this duty is considered the transport organization’s social function of operation of main pipelines within the
federal oil supply system. The transport organization should fulfill this social function by commission of organizational actions
directed at conclusion and execution of an oil transportation agreement. During the commission of these actions, the transport
organization shall exercise their freedom of contract in good faith, without violating the interests of the consignee of oil and
other third parties. In particular, the transport organization should draft, negotiate with the consigner and fulfill oil quality
control terms of the contract. If the transport organization didn't commit these required actions and delivered defective oil to
the consignee, they shall be liable in tort for the damage caused, regardless of their fault.
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
