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The article reveals the problems that neophytes spawn in the penitentiary system of Russia. It is pointed out that, although in
accordance with the Constitution and the legislation of the Russian Federation, neophytes, like proselytism, are not illegal acts, but
they pose a real threat, including for Penitentiary Service, when prisoners take destructive religious views, extremism and terro-
rism. Therefore, one of the main tasks facing the country’s penitentiary system is not only the resocialization of persons convicted of
religious extremism and terrorism, but also opposition to religious radicals and fundamentalists in their recruiting activities, and
this requires special knowledge from penitentiary officers.
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
