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Placing a person in prison for a crime causes the presence of not only psychological stress, but also the social one, by which we
understand an almost complete rupture of social relations with the outside world. Social ties that took place in a daily life are a
subject to rapid destruction, which leaves the convict with no social support. In this regard, a person in prison has to rely only on
himself solving daily problems. The existing regime of isolation of the offender in places of deprivation of liberty almost completely
exposes the person to social isolation. At the same time, the destruction of the accustomed social ties and the urgent need of the
convict in social support in conditions of isolation leads to the search for new mechanisms of socialization: they have to adapt to
new conditions of existence in places of detention. In turn, one of the goals of the criminal Executive legislation of Russia is the
correction of the convict, which causes such a task of the correctional institution as social orientation of the convict to the adoption
of positive guidelines that would contribute to its normal existence in society after serving the sentence imposed by the court.
The author examines this aspect, and identifies determinants that hinder this process.
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
