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The Constitution of the Russian Federation of 1993, having formulated and consolidated the grounds, limits and purposes of
restrictions on constitutional rights and individual freedoms, is designed, therefore, to protect the rights and freedoms of man and
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citizen. In this connection, the activities of the Federal Service for Execution of Sentences of Russia take on special significance and
interest, since it is impossible to imagine the execution of criminal penalties without restrictions on the rights and freedoms of per-
petrators of unlawful acts. All of the above determines the relevance, significance of this problem, whose solution is primarily aimed
at finding ways and means to overcome the existing gaps in the institution of limiting the constitutional rights of man and citizen.
In Art. 17 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the inviolability of constitutional human rights is declared, but in some
cases, for example, in relation to convicts, a legitimate diminution of the scope of these very constitutional rights is possible. In turn,
the degree and extent of regulation, as well as the actual implementation of constitutional human rights in places of deprivation of
liberty, depend critically on the nature and extent of these restrictions. At the same time, it should be recognized that the legal sta-
tus of persons convicted of various types of criminal punishment is not the same. Differences in the rights of convicts are caused by
a combination of a number of factors, namely: the nature and gravity of the crime committed, the degree of public danger and the
prescribed punishment.
