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The growth of pseudo-Islamism and the task of preventing the recruitment of convicts into the ranks of religious extremists is presented
as the problem of distinguishing religiosity as everyday confession, and religiosity as a means of achieving political and other selfish goals. In
the confined space of the prison, convicts are grouped according to 3 classification principles, which in a special way reinforce their religious
identity. The increased contagiousness of religious ideas in the context of IU, actualizes the problem of separating convicts for religious
extremism from other prisoners as the urgent task of the FSIN. In accomplishing this task, the experience of those states that in certain
periods of their own history go through the search for religious identity is also considered useful.
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
