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The main idea of the article is dedicated to the role and importance of the people concept in the Holy Scriptures of monotheism
(Torah, the New Testament and the Quran) that acquire enormous significance for the establishment of religious tolerance not only in
multiconfessional and polyethnic states, but also for the whole modern world commonwealth of nations. The article gives official statistics
reflecting the relevant state of religious characteristics of the modern Russian society. The authors note the growth of religious organizations
indicative of tendencies of the worldview outlook of the population.

The publication observes a consistent internal link between the ideological meaning of the Holy Scriptures. The authors use specific
examples from Torah, the New Testament and the Quran to show that the One God establishes the mentality and the rules and standards
of conduct exclusively in the environment of the people ready to accept monotheism. This means in its turn that any forced foisting of a
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religious worldview on any peoples by some individuals or groups completely contradicts the worldview fundamentals of monotheism
and just as importantly facilitates a tolerant attitude to the religious worldview of individuals and peoples.
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
