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The unity of the economic space and the presence of a large and diverse domestic market are the most important national asset of
Russia. The problem of economic efficiency also affects the penitentiary system, which needs new and effective approaches to the economic
security of its functioning.
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The article deals with the issues of effective management of the penitentiary system in different countries. It should be noted that
differences in the effectiveness of governance between countries differ from each other. An effective organization is the result of all the
controls being combined into a single mechanism, which leads to the creation of a special management structure. One of these mechanisms
was public-private partnership (PPP), which was used in the United States of America, in the prison system at a time of budget constraints,
when the government used PPP to provide services that were previously provided publicly.

Prison managers (public or private) in foreign countries can use several strategies to improve their performance standards, especially in
the manufacturing sector. However, some of these actions depend on the ability of correctional managers to cope with certain institutional
constraints. To date, the institutions of the criminal Executive system of the Russian Federation (hereinafter — UIS) have a certain production
potential, which is involved in the process of resocialization of convicts through the organization of paid labor. However, the peculiarities
and restrictions imposed on compliance with the regime at the facilities of the UIS institutions do not always allow working directly
with suppliers and buyers, and effectively promoting the manufactured products to the market. All this makes it necessary to develop a
theoretical, legal and organizational framework for the interaction of business and of the Russian Federation.
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
