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The article discusses the features of social and destructive behavior of minors, analyzes some youth subcultures, including one such
as AUE (one prison camp), which has gained popularity among minors in many regions of Russia.

Along with the analysis of the subculture of minors, the paper examines the current criminal policy in relation to juvenile delinquents,
analyzes the opinions of some representatives of legal science who claim that there is a crisis system of criminal penalties in Russia,
including those applied to juvenile delinquents due to the impossibility of achieving the goals of criminal punishment fixed in Art. 43 of
the Criminal Code.

Disagreeing entirely with such a categorical statement, the authors note that when criminal penalties are imposed, there is a socially
unconditioned bias towards penalties without isolation from society, which has led to a significant reduction in the penitentiary system
of educational correctional institutions.

Proceeding from the interests of society on the upbringing of the younger generation, the authors doubt the advisability of such a
massive application to juvenile offenders of punishments not related to isolation of the convicted person from society, since there are no
special institutions for the socialization of juveniles that are registered in the penal inspections.

At the end of the article, proposals are made to improve measures to prevent the spread of criminal subculture among young people, it
is noted that this should be done not only by law enforcement agencies, but also civil society institutions, including religious organizations.
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
