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In reality, the extradition procedure is often supplemented by clarifying the circumstances of complying with European standards for
holding a person in the event of his extradition in custody pending trial and in the event of subsequent conviction to imprisonment. In
practice, it is the risk of violation of the rights of the requested person that is the most common reason for refusing extradition. In order to
overcome the problems that arise on a contractual basis, checks are carried out by reputable specialists in the conditions of specific prisons.
In such a situation, verification of conditions in places of detention in Russia becomes one of the elements of the extradition procedure.
The article reveals the essence of unsatisfactory conditions of detention in places of deprivation of liberty, analyzes the practice of using
these conditions in specific cases as a basis for Russia’s refusal to extradite. Particular attention is paid to the organization of verification
of conditions in places of forced detention, the impact of verification results on the decision during extradition.
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
