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The article discusses the problems of adaptation and resocialization of convicted disabled people serving sentences in correctional
facilities. The analysis of the main difficulties experienced by the employees of the penitentiary system when working with this category
of convicts is given. A number of factors are presented that have a negative impact on the adaptation of convicted persons with disabilities
to the conditions of penal institutions and individual detachments. The authors conducted a study and made a comparative analysis of
the criminal law, socio-demographic and psychological characteristics of the respondents from the experimental and control groups of
convicted persons with disabilities and convicts without disabilities. It is concluded that convicts with a disability group have a whole
range of socio-psychological problems that make it difficult to serve their sentences in prison and their adaptation and resocialization
after release. Recommendations are given to the employees of the penitentiary system on working with convicted persons with disabilities.
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
