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In 2020, the research institute of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia conducted a study in which 72 pregnant women sentenced
to serving sentences in correctional colonies and settlement colonies (sections of settlement colonies) of the penal system took part.
As part of the study, socio-demographic, criminal law and psychological characteristics were analyzed, on the basis of which a generalized
portrait of a pregnant convict woman was created. This study helped to draw up guidelines for a program to prepare women for childbirth
and motherhood. This paper presents a part of the study concerning the analysis of criminal-legal and criminal-executive characteristics.
At the end, an average portrait of a convicted pregnant woman is compiled from a forensic point of view.
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
