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The article analyzes the features of the evolution of the system and various types of punishments in the domestic criminal
legislation in historical retrospect. The author came to the conclusion that the obvious tendency to humanize the system of
punishments, which manifested itself as the dominant trend in the Russian Empire, was interrupted at the beginning of the
establishment of the Bolshevik power, but then prevailed again, although not reaching the degree of humanity of this system,
achieved in the tsarist period of the development of our history.
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
