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With the adoption of Federal Law Ne 44-FZ of 05.04.2013, a modern contract system in the field of procurement was created,
but despite this, it continues to improve and develop. This law is constantly being amended to develop the relationship between
the customer and the supplier (contractor, contractor), including from the position of strengthening contractual relations and
strengthening responsibility for non-compliance with the terms of the contract. The statistical data given in the article indicate
the presence of a significant number of terminated contracts for various reasons. Particular attention is paid to the mutual
responsibility of the parties for non-performance or improper performance of the contract. The author considers in detail the
procedure of the customer’s actions in case of improper fulfillment by the supplier of the obligations stipulated by the contract,
as well as the resulting liability.
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
