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The article considers the issue of violations of the advocates’ rights in the provision of legal assistance to convicts. It is concluded
that there is a problem of hindering the right to qualified legal assistance due to the special conditions of detention of convicts.
The author emphasizes the importance of qualified legal assistance in penitentiary institutions, since there are features of the legal
status of convicts, which is associated with the special importance of ensuring respect for their rights and legitimate interests.
The author indicates that the improvement of legislation in the context of this problem should be carried out taking into account the
main directions, forms and methods of development of the modern penal system, its relationship with state bodies and civil society

institutions, which are defined in the Concept of Development of the penal system of the Russian Federation. The article provides a
critical analysis of legislative innovations on the advocates’ status introduced by Federal Law No. 217-FZ 0f 11.06.2021 «On Amendments
to the Penal Enforcement Code of the Russian Federation». The author believes that the effective performance of professional tasks by
advocates to provide qualified legal assistance to convicts is possible only if there is an effective mechanism for protecting their rights
at the state level. The author substantiates the need to strengthen the legal guarantees of advocacy.
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
